The maximum number of 



scholarships awarded by each sport will comply with the constituted rules of the NJCAA/NIRA 


governing bodies.  Additionally, these recommendations will also be submitted to the President 


of the College for approval and the President will subsequently report these to the Vernon 


College Board of Trustees on an annual basis.
