
 
 

 

In this entry level course, the Drilling Fluid Technician will gain the knowledge, skills and competencies essential to 

evaluate drilling fluids and systems.  The 180 hour course topics include calculations, treatments and techniques, 

petroleum regulations, petroleum safety, chemical process technologies, fluid compositions, chemical safe handling 

practices, well control principles and fluid composition reporting and treatment recommendations.
