3. Vernon College will identify expected outcomes, assess the extent to which it achieves these
outcomes, and provide evidence of improvement based on analysis of the results of educational
programs, administrative support services, educational support services, and community/public service
within its educational mission (planning and assessment including student learning outcomes).

4. Vernon College will promote a life of learning for its students, faculty, administration, and staff by
fostering and supporting inquiry, creativity, practice, and social responsibility in ways consistent with its
mission (professional development, QEP, student engagement, continuing education, and community
outreach).

5. As called for by its mission, Vernon College will identify its constituencies and serve them in ways both
value (meet the needs of our service area).
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
