 Credo Reference:  This database provides access to a core collection of 
reference materials in various subject areas.  Resources include subject-specific 
encyclopedias, dictionaries, handbooks, etc. 

 Chilton Library:  This is the online version of Chilton’s popular automotive repair 
and maintenance resource.    Professionals, students, and do-it-yourselfers can 

conveniently search by make, model, and year to find up-to-date and reliable automotive information.   In addition to up-to-date 
information on maintenance and repair, the database includes service and repair notifications, a labor-estimating tool, and 
practice tests to assist students in preparing for the ASE (Automotive Service Excellence exam).

“Gateway to rare, historical, and primary source materials from or about Texas” 

 

Maintained by the University of North Texas Libraries, the Portal to Texas History is a project 

dedicated to preserving Texas history. 

    

The Portal includes the Texas Digital Newspaper Program. Numerous newspapers dating as early 

as 1829 are available through the Portal.  The Vernon College Library recently submitted a reel of 

microfilm of the Odell newspaper dated from 1912 to 1918.  The microfilm had been housed in the 

library for quite some time, but inaccessible since the library did not own a microfilm reader.  I 

recently spoke to a person researching family history and wanting to view the Odell paper.  Placing 

the newspaper on the Portal will ensure that the paper is conveniently and freely available online 

for all to view.   UNT has scanned the microfilm and has uploaded the newspaper to the Portal.

Texas history and needing primary source materials, pictures, maps, and other historical
