Dates of meetings:
September 16, 2016; October 14, 2016
Accomplishments:
The Committee continued to work the recommendations/plan.
· 2% increase in fall enrollment headcount; 4% decrease in contact hours compared to fall 2015.

· Vernon College hosted the Hispanic Coalition Parenting for Success at Century City Center on September 24.  This was a partnership between the College, the Hispanic Education Coalition and the African American Education Coalition.  A total of 53 parents attended the sessions promoting education.
· The College’ partnership with the Coalition for Hispanic Education has resulted in an increase in Hispanic Enrollment at Vernon College.
· Committee members are meeting with the Chair of the African American Education Coalition.  The goal of this initiative is developing outreach activities to encourage more African Americans to go to college.

· The Integrated Marketing/Recruiting Committee is working with the QEP Task Force to develop strategies to market the new QEP.  The Logo Contest Flyer was approved.

· The Second Annual Walk for Warriors was held November 10, 2016.




Recruiting Update

· The College hosted the Catholic Youth Camp on the Vernon campus.

· The Recruiting Coordinator made a presentation at the annual VCAP meeting attended by area high school administrators and counselors

· The Recruiting Coordinator attended a High School Only College Fair in Southwest Oklahoma and spoke with approximately 40 high school counselors.  The result was invitations to visit many of their high schools.
· The summer calling campaign reached 350 students to discover where they were in the admissions and enrollment process.

· 28 tours of college facilities were given in fall.

· The College participated in fall Café con Leche events.

· Calle Ocho Street Festival held October 1t went very well. Many people stopped by the Vernon College booth. 

· Preview Day on the Vernon Campus was October 26, 2016 with eight breakout sessions for the all morning event. 

· The College participated in the Career Youth Expo seeing over 2,100 eighth graders at seven different booths throughout the expo. Career Day in Petrolia was also successful; Vernon College representatives spoke to 40 students.


Early College Start

· 611 high school students enrolled in fall 2016 dual credit classes.

· The August VCAP annual meeting was attended by 30 counselors/high school administrators representing 17 high schools.
· 453 students participated in Sophomore Roundup in November:  295 from 8 area high schools visited Century City Center; 158 students from 6 area high schools visited Skills Training Center.
